~ WHEREAS In an effort led by the International Union of Pure and ﬁ\’op_lied Chemistry and the
United Nations Education, Scientific, and Cultural Organization, the United Nations General Assembly
declared 2011 as the International Year of Chemistry in December 2008. The purposes of this celebration are
to increase public appreciation and awareness of the role chemistry plays in everyday life, to encourage
young people to develop an interest in chemistry and STEM education, to emphasize the importance of
chemistry to our future, and to advocate for continued public funding of STEM education; therefore be it
